Housing Selection for 2010-2011
Step 1. Make sure all holds are taken off of your student account (holds on your account will block you from being able to select housing).
Step 2. Make sure you know how many credits you have earned (this does not include incompletes or credits being earned in the current semester) according to the Registrar’s Office (you will be permitted to select housing based on the number of units earned). SPECIAL NOTE TO TRANSFER STUDENTS: Please check with the Admissions Office to see if credits from your previous institution have been received and included on your NDNU transcripts!
Step 3. Go to the NDNU Campus Portal to sign up for Housing between March 29-April 1, depending on your class standing (see Timeline below).
Timeline

· Floor meetings beginning March 22 (see your RA for exact date and time)
· March 26- Medical Needs applicants need to come to the Housing Office by 4pm.
· March 29-Portal activated for all current Graduate students, and Seniors to select housing
· March 30-Portal activated for all current Junior students to select housing
· March 31-Portal activated for all current Sophomore students to select housing
· April 1-Portal activated for all current First Year students to select housing

· All students will receive an automated email confirming their choices immediately after completing their housing assignments

· Official confirmation of housing assignment for the 2010-2011 year will be sent to students’ email accounts the first two weeks of April, 2010
Frequently Asked Questions:

· Q: Do I need to come to the Housing Office to select my housing for next year?
· A: No. This process is entirely online. If you have questions, you can come to the Housing Office during regular business hours for assistance. 
· Q: If I sign in to the Campus Portal and select a room before my future roommate, can I hold that space for her/him?

· A: No, you cannot reserve a space for anyone. However, as long as your future roommate has all holds removed from her or his account, that person’s name will be available for you to select as your preferred roommate. Once your future roommate goes to the Portal to select housing, she or he will have the option of confirming the request to be your roommate.
· Q: If I am a Junior and want to live with a Senior, can I sign up on Monday instead of Tuesday?
· A: No. However, your Senior friend can select you as a preferred roommate when she or he signs up on Monday. You will still need to go through the process to officially select that space for yourself.
· Q: What if I forget to go online to select my housing on the day I’m supposed to?

· A: Assignments will be given on a first come-first serve basis according to class standing. You will miss out on an opportunity to select your room before students in classes below you, but you will always have the option to select housing at any time during the week.
· Q: Can anybody live in the apartments?

· A: No. Any student wishing to live in the apartments must be in good judicial standing AND have earned at least 45 credits as of December 31, 2009.
· Q: Can I sign up for an apartment by myself?
· A: No. We do not offer single occupancy apartments. You will receive a roommate or be moved to another location if you are the only person signed up for an apartment at the end of the week. 
· Q: Can I reserve a double room for myself as a single room?

· A: No. However, you will be able to indicate your preference for a single room when you sign up. Another student will have the option to select to live with you, if he or she chooses. If no one else chooses to live in the same you that you selected, you will automatically be charged for a single over the summer if you indicated this as your preference.
· Q: Can I hold a space in the room I am selecting for my friend(s)?

· A: No. However, you can select your preferred roommates from a list when you select your room. These people will then need to confirm they want to live with you when they select their housing assignments.

· Q: What other information do I need in order to live on campus?

· A: All students who want to waive the University’s Health Insurance must fill out the online section with current health insurance information before moving on to select housing.
